LEADERSHIP FREMONT COUNTY=—unlocking the potential of Fremont County

The Leadership Fremont County program was founded in 2003 by a joint steering committee com-
prised of representatives from the Riverton Chamber of Commerce, Lander Chamber of Commerce, Wind
River Reservation, Dubois Community Project, City of Riverton, City of Lander, NOLS and Central Wyo-
ming College. The purpose of the program is to introduce and orient established and prospective leaders
to the great community of Fremont County, identify individuals who have displayed a strong tendency
toward civic involvement, and assist them in developing their potential to become community leaders.

Leadership Fremont County is a series of nine sessions (one retreat and eight full-day sessions)
over a 9 month period covering such areas as leadership skills, decision-making, strategic planning & coa-
lition-building. Important topics that will be explored include area history, economic development, socio-
economic factors, tourism & marketing, education, and tribal history and relations.

Interested? Leadership Fremont County is now accepting applications for the 2007-2008 class
which begins in August. The cost is $350 for the program and employers often sponsor an employee. A
limited number of scholarships are also available and continuing education credits, and possibly college

; credits, are also available upon graduation.

Since its inception the program has graduated
over 40 new Fremont County leaders. These
leaders are now challenging themselves by
serving their employers and our community in
active community-building efforts. You too can
be a part of this dedicated, dynamic, and
successful group of citizens.

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ATTENTION EMPLOYERS...CONTINUED FROM COVER
Before an Offer of Employment is Made

The ADA limits the kinds of medical information than an employer can seek from a job applicant. An employer may
not require a job applicant to take a medical examination or ask about a person’s disability before making a job offer.
However, the employer can ask an applicant questions about his/her ability to perform job-related functions, as long
as the questions are not phrased in terms of disability.

Example: An employer may not ask the following questions:

whether or to what extent a person has an intellectual disability;
whether the applicant has ever filed for worker’s compensation;

whether the applicant takes medication;

whether the applicant has been hospitalized in an institution; or
whether the applicant is receiving psychiatric treatment.
Example: An employer may ask the following questions if they relate to performance of the job:

whether the applicant lift a 45 pound load;

® whether the applicant can put files in alphabetical order; and
e whether the applicant can place items in numerical order.

If an applicant voluntarily tells an employer that he/she has an intellectual disability or if the disability is otherwise
obvious, an employer may only ask questions regarding the need for a reasonable accommodation and/or what kind of
accommodation may be needed.

At the pre-offer stage, an employer is prohibited from asking a third party (such as job coach, family member, or social
worker attending an interview with an applicant who has an intellectual disability) any questions that he/she would
not be permitted to ask the applicant directly.

After an Offer of Employment is Made

Once the employer has made the job offer, the employer may ask questions about the applicant’s health (including
questions about the applicant’s disability) and may ask for or require a medical examination, as long as all applicants
are the treated the same, i.e. all applicants are asked the same questions and are required to take the same examina-
tion.

Keeping Medical Information Confidential

An employer must keep all medical information separate from general personnel files, and treat it as a separate, con-
fidential medical record.

May an employer ever disclose the fact that someone has an intellectual disability?
Yes, in limited circumstances. The ADA’s confidentiality requirements also include limited exceptions. An employer
may disclose the fact that someone has an intellectual disability:
> to supervisors and managers where necessary to provide a reasonable accommodation or to meet
an employee’s work restructions;
> to first aid and safety personnel if an employee would need emergency treatment or require some
other assistance in the event of an emergency;
> to individuals investigating compliance with the ADA and similar state and local laws; and
> where required for worker’s compensation OT insurance purposes, for example, to process a claim.

May an employer tell employees who ask why a particular employee is receiving what seems

like "special treatment” that the employee is receiving a reasonable accommodation?
No. Telling co-workers that an employee is receiving a reasonable accommodation amounts to a disclosure of the em-
ployee’s disability. Rather than disclosing that the employee is receiving a reasonable accommodation, the employer
should focus on the importance of maintaining employee privacy. Employers may be able to avoid many of these kinds
of questions by giving all employees training on the requirements of EEO (Equal Employment Opportunity) laws, in-
cluding the ADA.
